
Membership Information: 
 
To join the Co-op, you need to pay an entrance 
fee (currently set at $25). 
To remain a member of the Co-op you will pay an 
annual subscription (currently set at $20 per year), 
or you may volunteer at the co-op for 2 hours in 
lieu of paying your subscription (in this case 
volunteer discounts will not be earned). 
 
There will be three levels of membership to choose 
from: 
 
Shopper Only: 10% discount on all full priced items 
 
Casual Volunteer: One-off 25% discount on all full 
priced items for every 2 hours volunteered 
 
Permanent Volunteer: 25% discount on all full 
priced items. Permanent volunteers work at the 
co-op for a minimum of 8 hours a calendar month
